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The Quokka

Many quokkas live on Rottnest Island. Rottnest Island is near the city of Perth,
and its name came from the Dutch* word for “rat’s nest.*” Long ago, a man named
Willem de Vlamingh thought quokkas looked like big rats.

They like living in areas with tall grass, can climb trees, and mostly eat at night. On
mainland* Australia, the number of quokkas has gone down. This is because the
environment has changed there.
