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The SS Savannah

The SS Savannah was an American ship. It was built in the 1810s. It was planned
as a sailing ship* for people and cargo. * The design had large rooms with carpets
and curtains. However, a change was made to the ship’s design. At that time, people
were developing steam engines. * So, the SS Savannah became a sailing ship that
had a steam engine, too.

The ship’s captain also had an idea for the SS Savannah. He wanted to take it
across the Atlantic Ocean to England. This plan worried some people because
England was far away. They thought such a ship could not travel so far. However,
the captain found some people who wanted to join him, and he began the
dangerous trip.

The SS Savannah arrived in England after about one month. For most of the trip,
the SS Savannah used sail power, but it also sometimes used steam power. It was
the first ship to use steam power to help it to cross the Atlantic Ocean. Many people
in England went to see this ship. Before the SS Savannah went home, it went to
other countries such as Sweden.

The trip was a success. However, some people still thought steam technology was
dangerous. The ship’s steam engine was taken out. The SS Savannah was then
used as a sailing ship to take people and cargo between Georgia and New York.
Sadly, in the early 1820s, the SS Savannah had an accident near New York City and
broke into many pieces.
