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Gustave Trouvé

Gustave Trouvé was born in France in 1839. His father made money by selling
cows. Trouvé enjoyed making things when he was a child, and his mother
encouraged him to do that. When Trouvé was seven years old, he used an umbrella
and other things to build an engine.*

Trouvé went to an art college in the 1850s, but he didn’t study there for long.
He often got sick and couldn’t study for class, so he stopped going to the college.
After that, Trouvé got a job in Paris. His job was making clocks. He also had a special
place in Paris. He invented many things there.

In the 1830s, an American man invented a machine called the telegraph. People
used telegraphs to send messages. But telegraphs were big and difficult to carry.
Later, Trouvé invented a smaller telegraph. People could carry Trouvé’s telegraph
around with them, so it was more convenient than earlier telegraphs. People started
using Trouvé’s telegraph to send messages during wars.

Trouvé invented many things, but he was especially interested in electric*
machines. He invented an electric engine that people could put on the back of small
boats. People still use those engines today. Trouvé also invented a new kind of light.
According to some people, he invented the first electric car, too. These things were
not popular in the 1800s, but they are very useful now. Trouvé died in 1902. He

invented a lot of things during his life, but many people still don't know about him.
