The Abilities of Trees

Like humans, trees have several abilities that are necessary to survive. This
includes the ability to have memories. Humans have brains for memories, but trees
do not. However, they can remember some events related to surviving. For example,
some research shows that trees can remember long and hard times with little rain
or situations caused by insects harmful to the trees. Then, they can use these
memories to survive the next time something similar happens.

It is also believed that trees can feel a touch. For example, some trees react
to the touch of an object, such as human hands. Even the light touch of a human
finger on their leaves can affect their growth.
